GIRL SCOUTS OF THE CHESAPEAKE BAY COUNCIL HONORS ELLEN J. KULLMAN, CHAIR AND CEO OF DUPONT, AS 2010 WOMAN OF DISTINCTION
Council is Joined by Girl Scouts of the USA CEO in Presenting Prestigious Award 
to Former Girl Scout Kullman 
NEWARK, DE – The Girl Scouts of the Chesapeake Bay Council (GSCBC) was joined March 9, 2010 by Girl Scouts of the USA (GSUSA) CEO Kathy Cloninger in presenting the coveted 2010 Woman of Distinction award to Ellen J. Kullman, a former Girl Scout and the first woman to serve as chair and chief executive officer of DuPont. 
“I am honored to receive this award from the Girl Scouts of the Chesapeake Bay Council,” said Kullman.  “Through participation in Girl Scouts I learned important life skills, such as the value of teamwork, that have helped me every day in my working life.”  

The Women of Distinction program was founded in 2000 to honor Delaware women who have made significant contributions to their companies and communities.  Each of the program’s honorees have helped shape the professional landscape for Delaware women, improved their communities through philanthropy and community service, and paved the way for future female leaders.  The women have lived by the Girl Scout Promise and Law, which embody universal values of service, hard work, honesty, integrity and patriotism.
“It gives me great joy to participate in GSCBC’s 2010 Woman of Distinction presentation to Ellen Kullman, whose watershed achievements in business are an inspiration not only to the 3.4 million Girl Scouts in the United States, but also to millions of women of all ages,” said GSUSA’s Cloninger.  
This year’s program featured for the first time a public “Conversation” segment in which Kullman answered questions submitted by Girl Scouts from throughout the Delmarva Peninsula.  It also debuted pre-event Roundtable Discussions with 65 Girl Scouts, led by both Kullman and Cloninger.  The Roundtables enabled the Girl Scouts, seated at six tables chaired by former Women of Distinction, to ask questions of these successful businesswomen directly related to life careers.   
Anne T. Hogan, CEO of GSCBC, said Kullman’s achievements in science, technology, engineering and mathematics (STEM) are an inspiration to girls who wish to pursue careers in the sciences.  
“With the recent dedication of our new Lynn W. Williams Science & Tech Lodge, which is designed to teach STEM disciplines to girls and is the first building in Delaware to attain Platinum Certification for Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design (LEED), it is especially fitting to be honoring Ellen Kullman as this year’s Woman of Distinction,” said Hogan.  “Ellen Kullman aptly embodies the New Girl Scouts Leadership Experience, which teaches girls to discover more about themselves and their abilities, to connect and collaborate with others, and to take action with courage and confidence to make the world a better place.”
A study recently released by GSUSA, Change It Up! What Girls Say About Redefining Leadership, found that 56 percent of girls surveyed believed that "in our society, it is more difficult to become a leader for a woman than a man."  And more than half (52 percent) of girls and boys agreed that "girls have to work harder than boys in order to gain positions of leadership." That perception was more widely held by girls (57 percent) than boys (44 percent).
The leading advocate for, and expert on, girls in the Delmarva Peninsula, the Girl Scouts of the Chesapeake Bay Council builds girls of courage, confidence and character by providing personal leadership development and programs that teach skills for the real world.
